SPECIAL PROVISIONS

The following Special Provisions supplement the “Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge. -
Construction,” adopted January 1, 1997, the latest edition of the “lllinois Manual on Uniform Traffic’
Control Devices for Streets and Highways” in effect on the date of invitation for bids, the “Manual of
Test Procedures for Materials” in effect on the date of invitation for bids and the “Supplemental
Specifications and Recurring Special Provisions, " indicated on the Check Sheet included
herein which apply to and govern the construction of FAS Route 699, Burma Road, Project
ACSR-699(103), Section 01-00059-04-RS in the CumberiandCounty, and in case of conflict with
any part or parts of said specifications, the said Special Provisions shall take precedence and shall
govern.

DESCRIPTION OF WORK

The proposed improvement designated as Section 01-00059-04-RS consists of constructing 3.537 miles of
PCC Concrete Pavement, 24 feet wide and 5 % inches thick, milling 3 inches of the existing surface, placing
millings on the shoulders, and other miscellaneous items needed to complete this section.

PRECAUTIONS FOR UTILITIES

The Contractor shall take whatever precautions which may be necessary to protect the property of the various
public utilities which may be located underground or above ground, at or adjacent to the site of this
improvement. He will be required to Tepair or replace at his own expense, or bear the cost, to repair or
replace, any public property which has been damaged through his negligence. The procedure and
specifications of repair will be in accordance with the regulations and/or policy of the utility.

PORTIAND CEMENT CONCRETE PAVEMENT 5 % INCH
==_ PN LUNCRETE PAVEMENT S % INCH

This work shall consist of construction of a two lane non-reinforced Portland Cement Concrete Pavement on
an existing bituminous aggregate base course, to be constructed one lane at a time. The subgrade shall be
prepared in accordance with Section 301. A mechanical spreader meeting the approval of the Engineer will
be required ahead of the paver. The formless paver shall be as specified in Article 1103.16 and shall be
equipped with an automatic electronic grade control device except that the traveling grade reference device
shall not be less than 40 feet in length and shall have a positive means for controlling cross slope elevations.

A ready-mix plant, either central mix or transit mix, will be allowed for all concrete furnished on this project.
The sawed construction joints shall be skewed as shown on Standard BLR 14, and shall be cut a minimum of
one-third the thickness of the pavement, with the width of the joint not to exceed 1/8 inch. No joint sealers

- are required for the transverse or longitudinal joints.

The variable depth transition for 5 % inch to 7 inch pavement shall be paid for as PCC Concrete Pavement 5
% inch.

Surface Test: Delete Article 421.12 and insert the following in lieu thereof:

The finished surface of the pavement shall be within the tolerance of the following surface trueness test.

The pavement shall be tested for trueness in each wheel lane at the expiration of the required curing or
protection period. The surface shall be tested by means of 10-foot straightedge placed parallel to the

- centerline of the pavement, parallel to the grade line and touching the surface. Surface variations of the
pavement measured from the base of the straightedge to the surface of the pavement shall not exceed 1/8
inch. Surface variations which exceed 1/8 inch up to and including % inch in 10 feet shall be marked and

" removed by an approved grinding tool or a device consisting of multiple saws. The use of a bush hammer or
other impact devices will not be permitted. Determination of pavement thickness will be made after the
removal of high spots. :

Areas which vary from the true surface by more than ¥; inch shall be removed and replaced with pavement of
the required quality and smoothness at the entire expense of the Contractor. When it is necessary to remove
the pavement to eliminate surface variations, the sections removed shall be full lane width and the total
length between transverse joints of the pavement. Pavement to be removed and replaced shall be sawed full
depth.

On all areas where surface variations are removed the Contractor shall apply, at his own expense, a
protective coat in accordance with Article 420.21.

Whenever the paver approaches an intersecting side road, one bag of cement per cubic yard of concrete shall
be added to the truck which will be dumping nearest the intersection. This will allow local traffic to cross
the pavement sooner. The extra cement will not be paid for separately, but shall be considered as included in
the unit price per square yard for PORTLAND CEMENT CONCRETE PAVEMENT,

5%”.

 TRAFFIC CONTROL PLAN

Traffic control shall be in accordance with the applicable sections of the “Standard Specifications for Road
and Bridge Construction” adopted January 1, 1997, the applicable guidelines contained in the latest edition
-of the “Manual-of Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways,” the Special Provisions, and
any special details in the Highway Standards contained herein and in the plans. Special attention is called to
Atticles 107.09 and 107.14 of the “Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction” and Traffic
Control Standards 701006, 701011, 701306, 701311,702001, BLR 21 and BLR 22.

The road shall be closed to through traffic in accordance with Standard BLR 22. “Road Construction
Ahead” signs shall be erected on the approaches to the intersection at each end of the project. Owners of
properties located within the project limits shall be provided access to their properties. Standard BLR 22
shall be erected at each end of the section and at each public road approach. The anticipated average daily
traffic volume is less than 1000 vehicles per day during construction; see Articles 701.04, of the Standard
Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction for flagger requirements.

During paving operations, additional Type III barricades and warning signs as Standard BLR 21 shall be
used to close those areas of pavement restricted to no traffic due to lack of strength of the pavement.
The above work will not be paid for separately, but shall be incidental to the contract and no additional
compensation shall be allowed.



BITUMINOUS SURFACE REMOVAL 3”
This work shall be in accordance with Checksheet # 15 and as follows:

The Coxi;ractor shall mill one lane at a time.
The traveling grade reference device shall not be less than 40 feet in length, as required in Article 1102.03.
The Contractor shall stockpile all millings resulting from the removal of existing pavement. See Plans Sheet

or Stockpile Location Map. The millings will then be used for aggregate shoulders. Any excess millings
remaining after the shoulders are constructed will remain the property of the County. '

EXCAVATION

After milling is complete, the shoulders shall be graded at a slope of % inch per foot from the edge of
existing pavement. Also, all excavation required at field entrances, private entrances and shoulders will not
be paid for separately, but included in the cost for each pay item that applies.

AGGREGATE SHOULDERS (SPECIAL)

This work shall be constructed in accordance with the Section 481 of the Standard Specifications insofar as
applicable, and the following provisions: :

The Contractor shall use material from the Bituminous Surface Removal 3” operation to construct the
aggregate shoulder. The Contractor shall supply any additional aggregate required to construct the
Aggregate Shoulders (Special) if the material from the Cold Milling operation is deemed unsuitable. Any
additional aggregate supplied by the contractor will be paid for in accordance with Section 109.04 of the
Standard Specifications. :

- This work will be paid for at the contraict unit price per square yard for AGGREGATE SHOULDERS
(SPECIAL). ‘

PAINT PAVEMENT MARKING-LINE 4”
22 A YRR N MARKING-LINE 47

Paint Pavement Marking-Line 4” shall be placed in accordance with the Standard Specifications and the
Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways. This work shall be done in
accordance with Section 780 of the Standard Specifications, and the following provisions.

The Contractor shall install the striping within 3 calendar days, or as directed by the Engineer, afterward the
completion of the whitetopping. If this work cannot be completed in the time allowed, the Contractor shall
install Short-Term Pavement Markings in accordance with Article 703.04 with the following exceptions:

All temporary markings shall be installed within 3 calendar days, or as directed by the Engineer.
The installation and removal shall be at the Contractor’s expense.

The above represents the best information of Cumberland County Highway Department and is only
inciuded for the convenience of the bidder. The applicable provisions of Articles 102.05, 105.07 and
107.20 of the Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction shall apply.

If any necessary utility adjustments or removal has not been completed when required by the
contractor’s operations, Contractor should notify the Engineer in writing. A request for an extension of
time will be considered to the extent the Contractor’s operations were affected.



ILLINOIS FIRST SIGNS

This work shall consist of erecting two 1500 mm x 1200 mm (60 inch x 48 inch) “ANOTHER PROJECT
FUNDED BY ILLINOIS FIRST” signs. The signs, which will be provided by the Department shall be
erected by the Local Agency on two 50 mm x 50 mm (2 inch x 2 inch) metal posts furnished by the Local
Agency. These signs shall be erected according to all applicable portions of Article 702.05 (a) and Standard
702001. These signs shall be erected midway between the first and second warning signs as required by the
traffic control plan and standards utilized for this project. If the second warning sign is defining a moving or
intermittent operation, the Hlinois First sign may be maintained at a distance of 150 m (500 fi.) beyond the
first post mounted ROAD CONSTRUCTION AHEAD sign. The Ilinois First signs shall remain in place for
the duration of the project. Upon completion of the project, the signs shall be removed by the Local Agency
and returned to the department. '

This work shall not be paid for separately, but shall be included in the cost of the various traffic controls with
no additional compensation allowed.

FOR
CONSTRUCTION DEBRIS

Effective October 18, 1999
Add the following to the third paragraph of Article 202.03 of the Standard Specifications:

“The Contractor shall not conduct any generation, transportation, or recycling of construction or
demolition debris, clean or general or uncontaminated soil generated during construction,
remodeling, repair, and demolition of utilities, structures, and roads that is not commingled with
any waste, without the maintenance of documentation identifying the hauler, generator, place of
origin of the debris or soil, the weight or volume of the debris or soil, and the location, owner,
and operator of the facility where the debris or soil was transferred , disposed, recycled or
treated. This documentation must be maintained by the Contractor for 3 years.”

Construction for Cement Processing Additions (BDE)
Effective: July 1, 1999

Revise Article 1001.01 of tﬁe Standard Specifications to ‘include the following at the end
of the Article: C :

For portland cement according to ASTM C 150, the total of all organic processing
additions shall not exceed 1.0% by mass (weight) of the cement, and the total of all inorganic
processing additions shall not exceed 4.0% by mass (weight) of the cement. Organic
processing additions shall be limited to grinding aids that improve the flowability of cement,
reduce pack set, and improve grinding efficiency. Inorganic processing additions shall be limited
to granulated blast-fumace slag according to the chemical requirements of AASHTO M 302, and
Class C fly ash according to the chemical requirements of AASHTO M 295.

For portland-pozzolan cement and portland blast-fumace slag cement according to
ASTM C 595, the total of all organic processing additions shall not exceed 1.0% by mass
(weight) of the cement. Organic processing additions shall be limited to grinding aids as
previously defined. Inorganic processing additions shall not be permitted.

The bill of lading shall state if granulated blast slag or Class C fly ash has been used as a
processing addition. The bill of lading shall also have a statement that indicates the inorganic
processing addition is not in excess of 4.0% by mass (weight) of the cement.

To ensure a prompi response to incidents involving the integrity of the work zone traffic control
devices, the Contractor shall provide a telephone number where a responsible individual can be

begin with the time of notification to the Contractor and end with the Resident Engineer's
acceptance of the comrections. For this project, the daily deduction willbe * per day.
In addition, if the Contractor fails to respond, the Engineer may correct the deficiencies and the
cost thereof will be deducted from monies due or which may become due the-Contractor. This
comrective action will in no way relieve the Contractor of his/her contractual requirements or
responsibilities. :

“The cost of the daily deduction will be calculated by dividing three percent of the awarded
contract price by the number of calendar days anticipated for this project. The number of
days anticipated for this project is £6 . This procedure is to be followed regardiess of
whether the contract is based upon working days, contains a completion date, or has an
incentive/disincentive clause.
